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Deliverable 1.5 Description

Deliverable 1.5 represents the fifth deliverable produced within the Jean Monnet Module
“Promoting knowledge on EU policy in fiscal administration, climate, and energy topics — PRO-
Facts”. This deliverable is the product of two roundtables:

The first Roundtable entitled “Integrating EU Policies and Strategies in Energy and Climate
Agenda of Albania”, was developed on 29 June 2024, and addressed the interconnection of
climate change mitigation policy with the energy sector under the EU agenda. The aim of this
activity was to discuss pathways for future collaborations toward establishing the best national
policies in accordance with EU strategies and the best practices in addressing climate risk and
energy sector.

The second round table “Climate impact on Financial Markets in EU and Albania”, as developed
on 26 June 2025 and engaged professionals from treasury, banking, fiscal entities, and financial
regulation sectors, aiming at the discussion on the risk and opportunities that an economy faces
under the threat of climate change. Of particular interest was the discussion of how the EU
financial markets will react to these new challenges through the creation of new instruments and
implementation of new path of financing. The effect of these challenges on the underdeveloped
financial market of Albania was further discussed and recommendation in this regard were
drawn.

This policy paper will analyse the integration of climate policy and EU agenda with the policy
subsystems of energy in Albania and their impact on the economic development, in terms of
political discourse and negotiation, policy goals and instruments, and implementation; as well as
the factors at work that lead to climate policy integration. We will identify if there is agreement
among policy actors on the need for a cross-sectorial policy approach. The outcomes of the
round tables served as the main source of information for drafting policy recommendations.
Moreover, the project team collected data through interviews, media and document analysis
(official reports, declarations and laws, EU progress reports), qualitative interviews with experts
and representatives of the Albania public administration, academia, NGOs, private sector and
international cooperation organizations throughout the project implementation, and these
resources further feed the development of the policy paper.

The policy paper was sent to relevant stakeholders, representatives of different institutions. The
policy paper was prepared in English and Albanian, as per project proposal. It includes two parts,
each describing the outcomes and results of each roundtable. It concludes with joint
recommendations from both events. The Albanian version was distributed to relevant
stakeholders while the English version complements the Albanian one, and will be shared upon
request of institutions of interest.
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Introduction to the policy paper

As Albania advances on its path toward European Union (EU) integration, aligning national
policies with EU standards—particularly in the areas of climate action and energy—has become
a strategic priority. This policy paper investigates the degree to which climate policy and the
broader EU agenda are being integrated into:

e Albania’s energy policy subsystems;
e Albania financial frameworks, including fiscal and monetary policies

The focus is on understanding how this integration affects the country’s economic development,
and how it is reflected in political discourse, policy formulation, and the implementation of
instruments aimed at achieving climate, energy and sustainable finance objectives.

Policymakers today face the complex challenge of fostering sustainable economic growth while
simultaneously adhering to the EU’s environmental directives and climate goals. This requires
more than sector-specific adjustments; it calls for a coordinated, cross-sectoral policy approach
that harmonizes economic with climate commitments. This policy paper seeks to determine
whether such an approach is emerging within the Albanian context and whether there is
consensus among key policy actors on the need for integrated action across multiple governance
levels and sectors.

To this end, the policy paper development have adopted a multi-approach methodology. Central
to the analysis are the outcomes of a two roundtable discussions convened with stakeholders
from government, civil society, academia, and the private sector. These forums served as a
platform for exchanging views, identifying shared concerns, and highlighting areas of
convergence and divergence among actors. The findings are further enriched by data collected
through qualitative review of key documents within the energy, climate and sustainable finance
field provided to us by experts and representatives of public institutions, non-governmental
organizations, international cooperation agencies, and business leaders.

In addition, the research incorporates a comprehensive review of relevant media content,
legislative and strategic documents, official reports, declarations, and EU progress assessments.
This triangulation of sources ensures a robust understanding of both the formal and informal
processes shaping climate and energy policy integration in Albania.

By mapping the interplay between national priorities and EU directives, this policy paper aims to
provide actionable insights and targeted policy recommendations. These are intended to assist
decision-makers in designing and implementing strategies that not only comply with EU
standards but also advance Albania’s long-term economic and environmental interests.
Ultimately, the goal is to support the development of a more coherent, resilient, and forward-
looking policy framework capable of meeting the dual imperatives of economic development and
climate sustainability.
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First Roundtable “Integrating EU Policies and Strategies in the Energy
and Climate Agenda of Albania” - Summary

Aim and Purpose

In recent decades, renewable energy has become one of the main pillars of sustainable
development, gaining significant attention both globally and within our region and country. The
latest developments indicate a notable acceleration of investments in alternative sources such as
solar, wind, and bioenergy, reflecting a clear need to move away from dependence on fossil
fuels.

Under these observations, the first roundtable, organized on 29 June 2024 and titled “Integrating
EU Policies and Strategies in the Energy and Climate Agenda of Albania” served as a
foundational dialogue on the alignment of Albania’s national policies with the European Union’s
climate and energy frameworks. This activity focused specifically on the interconnections
between climate change mitigation efforts and the energy sector, emphasizing how these
domains intersect within the context of EU directives and the European Green Deal.

The roundtable brought together a diverse group of stakeholders, including representatives from
government institutions, regulatory bodies, energy producers, environmental organizations,
academia, the private sector, and international development partners. These actors often operate
with different—sometimes competing—priorities and interests. However, the roundtable
provided an opportunity for open dialogue where participants articulated their perspectives,
shared experiences, and explored areas of potential synergy and cooperation.

Some key discussions of the activity were:

e Setting Objectives and Strategic Planning. To enable a successful transition to green
energy, it is essential to establish clear and measurable objectives within the energy
sector. Aligning currently used renewable sources with the development of new
capacities (solar, wind, biomass) requires well-coordinated efforts between national
policies, market demands, and obligations related to European Union integration.
Strategic planning must be sustainable and inclusive, taking into account the broader
economic impact of this transformation.

e Potential and Challenges in Developing Renewable Resources. Our country possesses
considerable natural potential for the exploitation of renewable sources such as solar
energy, wind, and biomass. Supporting initiatives that promote the development of these
resources can bring not only environmental benefits but also economic gains—creating
new jobs and reducing energy dependence on imports. An important issue is also the
integration of electricity markets at the regional level, a step that could bring greater
stability and efficiency, but which faces challenges of infrastructural, technical, and legal
nature.
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e The Role of Education and Innovation in the Energy Transition. One of the key
factors for the success of this transition is public education and the preparation of new
generations. Changing mindsets regarding energy use—encouraging efficiency, the
adoption of electric vehicles, and the installation of solar panels in households—is part of
a cultural shift that requires time and commitment. This effort should be accompanied by
the inclusion of renewable energy and sustainability topics in school and university
curricula. Innovation in this field must be supported through well-coordinated and
encouraging policies, helping create an ecosystem where green technological solutions
can thrive and be implemented in practice.

Ultimately, the event functioned not only as a knowledge-sharing platform but also as a
mechanism for consensus-building. It generated valuable insights and laid the groundwork for
drafting coherent, inclusive, and forward-looking policy recommendations. These
recommendations are intended to contribute to the formulation of national frameworks that
reflect both EU best practices and Albania’s specific socio-economic and environmental context,
positioning the country to address climate challenges effectively while pursuing sustainable
energy development.

Participants

The event aimed to reach relevant institutions such as public agencies dealing with energy issues,
including the National Agency of Natural Resources, international institutions working in
climate agenda, Civil Society organizations, and experts in the outlined fields.

e Mirela Kamberi, National Project Coordinator from UNDP presented Albania’s path
toward the international agenda in climate and energy.

e Artan Leskoviku, Head of Energy at the National Agency of Natural Resources,
highlighted Albania’s contributions to renewable energies within the EU and beyond. He
discussed Albania’s capacity to balance renewable energy development without
negatively impacting other sectors such as agriculture and tourism.

e Besim Islami, a professor and a well-known expert in the field, CEO EECG ltd at EECG
— Energy Environmental Consulting Group, emphasized the development of the sector
with consideration for other sectors, along with the potential of the Western Balkan
countries as a unique market. He also discussed the cooperation of industry, business,
public sector, and academia in developing research projects and collecting data.

e Brikena Leka, Professor at the University of Tirana and an expert in sustainable finance,
also was present in the roundtable, sharing information on the interconnection between
climate policy, public finance, and sustainable business management.

Additionally, students and alumni from the “Master of Science in Risk Management” program
were present and engaged in discussions on further collaboration with relevant institutions in the
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field. They had the chance to connect with organizations and institutions that could offer future
career opportunities.

Finally professors from the Faculty of Economics, University of Tirana, also shared their
experience in the education field, highlighting the integration of these important topics in
University program studies.

Round Table report
The discussions and outcomes of the roundtable are summarized below under three main themes:

* The root of the problem
* The landscape of the energy sector: Renewable energy / Energy efficiency
* Challenges, recommendations, and future developments

The root of the problem

Human activities, primarily through greenhouse gas emissions, have undoubtedly caused global
warming, with the global surface temperature reaching 1.1°C above 1850—-1900 levels during the
period 2011-2020. Global greenhouse gas emissions have continued to rise, with unequal
historical and ongoing contributions stemming from unsustainable energy use, land use and land-
use change, lifestyles, and consumption and production patterns across regions, between and
within countries, and among individuals.

Climate change poses a threat to human well-being and planetary health. There is a rapidly
closing window of opportunity to secure a sustainable future for all. Climate-resilient
development integrates adaptation and mitigation to advance sustainable development for
everyone and is enabled by enhanced international cooperation, including improved access to
appropriate financial resources—especially for vulnerable regions, sectors, and groups—as well
as inclusive governance and coordinated policies. The choices and actions taken during this
decade will have impacts now and for thousands of years. The energy sector plays a vital role in
these global developments.

The European Union carries significant weight in shaping global climate and energy policies.
Meanwhile, other countries have had more unstable positions, often influenced by changes in
political administrations, occasionally retreating from stronger stances taken in the past.
However, it is essential that the voices of major powers such as Russia, China, the USA, Brazil,
and India are heard, as they play a key role in shaping global policies and are also among the
main contributors to greenhouse gas emissions and, consequently, to the phenomenon of global
warming.

Overview of the Energy Sector: Renewable Energy / Energy Efficiency

Renewable energy sources—such as hydro, geothermal, wind, and solar—are available in every
country, and their potential has not yet been fully tapped. Currently, almost 30% of global
electricity comes from renewable sources. By 2050, this figure needs to reach 90%. Since 2010,
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the world has witnessed a significant shift in the competitiveness of renewable energy options:
solar and wind power have experienced the fastest cost reductions, with new project costs
dropping by 88% and 68% respectively between 2010 and 2021, largely thanks to continuous
technological improvements. It is estimated that each dollar invested in renewable sources
creates three times more jobs than fossil fuel industries.

In the field of renewable energy and energy efficiency, the European Union contributes
approximately 13.76% of global renewable sources. Larger countries contribute between 19%
and 22%, while examples like Norway and Sweden reach much higher percentages—85% and
66%, respectively.

In Albania, the energy and transport sector is the highest contributor to the national greenhouse
gas emissions (GHG) balance, accounting for about 44—46% annually. In this context, and in
alignment with the Paris Agreement on Climate Change, Albania has adopted a new Nationally
Determined Contribution (enhanced NDC), aiming for a 20.9% GHG reduction by 2030
compared to the baseline scenario. At the core of this goal are measures to increase the
penetration of renewable energy and improve energy efficiency, with specific targets as follows:

o A target of 54.4% renewable energy in gross final energy consumption, according to the
National Energy and Climate Plan (NECP), fully aligned with the 2030 target set by the
Energy Community. This translates into sectoral targets for electricity (178.1%),
transport (34.6%), and heating and cooling (16.6%).

e Albania has made progress in implementing the Energy Performance of Buildings
Directive, but more needs to be done in energy efficiency, particularly in the context of
the energy crisis.

Albania has already achieved a 44% share of renewable energy and aims to increase this to 54%
by 2030. To reach these targets, it is essential to efficiently harness renewable energy sources

and increase investments—particularly in solar photovoltaic energy. Currently, 207 megawatts of
photovoltaic park capacity are installed, with an additional 263 megawatts under development.
Household-level solar installations have also seen a notable boost.

Increasing the share of public transport for passengers and goods (by road, rail, and waterways)
is another goal in energy policy. By 2030, 30% of road transport over 300 km should shift to
other transport modes, such as rail. By 2050, the target is 50%.

In the field of improving building energy performance, taking into account the country's climatic
and local conditions, indoor comfort, and cost efficiency, the annual renovation of 2% of the
heated/cooled floor area of public buildings (used or managed by public authorities or offering
public services) aims to meet the minimum energy performance requirements.
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Challenges, Recommendations, and Way Forward
The main challenges identified in the roundtable on reducing greenhouse gas emissions:

e The need for a long-term global framework to slow the growth of global emissions and
ensure a declining trajectory after 2030, aiming toward "net zero emissions" by 2050.

e Coal use in the electricity sector must be reduced to nearly zero by 2050, while renewable
sources should contribute 70—85% of the electricity mix.

e Bioenergy must increase 6 to 14 times by 2050 compared to 2010 levels.

However, significant dilemmas need to be addressed. One of them is whether agricultural land
should be preserved or used for energy projects, such as photovoltaic or wind energy
installations. Additionally, there are issues related to small hydropower plants and challenges
associated with wind energy, where variability and lack of storage capacity create difficulties in
the electrical system. The major question remains: How can the need for land be balanced with
investments in energy sources?

In terms of infrastructure and strategic planning, all electricity is currently produced from
renewable sources. However, sectoral development plans were unclear when the energy strategy
was drafted. A good example to follow is the energy community in Vienna, as well as initiatives
for creating a common energy market for the Western Balkan countries.

There is significant momentum in energizing energy communities, including discussions on
nuclear energy. Although nuclear presents opportunities, it also comes with considerable risks. In
most countries, energy production communities are powerful players in the market.

At the national level, there is a strong need to improve data collection in the energy sector and to
enhance INSTATs statistics, including:

o Building national capacity to report information on estimated emission reductions for
mitigation actions in the energy sector.

o Strengthening institutional capacities to report on received financial support, focusing on
using this information as a key performance indicator to track NDC progress and analyze
the necessary support for NDC implementation.

o Improving institutional capacity to develop a new system for data management, including
data collection, exchange, analysis, and archiving—serving as a model for the digital
transformation of government in line with relevant EU policies.

Nonetheless, operational and institutional challenges remain significant. Experts estimate that up
to 1 billion euros in savings could be achieved if resources are properly integrated. However, the
lack of human resources and the difficulty in collecting accurate data pose serious obstacles.
Municipalities often do not understand the need for accurate data, which negatively affects
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planning. Market integration and the use of smart systems require more preparation on the
country’s part.

In conclusion, there is great potential for the sustainable development of the energy sector, but
this requires improvements in the institutional framework, better strategic planning, and
increased public awareness.
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Seccond Roundtable “Impact of Climate Policies on Financial Systems in
EU and Albania” - Summary

Aim and Purpose

On 26 June 2025, the second interinstitutional and cross-sectoral roundtable entitled “Impact of
Climate Policies on Financial Systems in EU and Albania” was successfully organized to explore
the complex relationship between climate and sustainability policies and the financial system in
Albania, within the broader context of European Union integration. The event served as a
dynamic platform for dialogue, bringing together a wide range of participants, including
representatives from the central bank, commercial banks, financial regulatory authorities,
ministries, public agencies, international development partners, and academic and research
institutions.

The primary objective of the roundtable was to stimulate informed, in-depth discussions among
key stakeholders regarding the economic and financial implications of climate change,
particularly in relation to fiscal and monetary policy, investment strategies, and risk
management. With climate action becoming an increasingly central component of EU integration
and economic governance, the roundtable provided a timely opportunity for Albanian institutions
to reflect on how to adapt and respond to emerging regulatory, financial, and environmental
challenges.

Throughout the event, participants engaged in expert-led panels and interactive discussions that
addressed several core topics. These included the impact of climate policies on financial markets
and capital flows, the evolving EU regulatory framework for sustainable finance, opportunities
and barriers to green financing, and the importance of climate risk assessment and disclosure.
The roundtable also highlighted the need for improved interinstitutional cooperation, capacity
building, and policy coordination to align Albania’s financial system with EU standards and
climate objectives.

Notably, the event underscored the urgency of developing coherent and forward-looking
sustainable finance strategies that can contribute to long-term economic resilience. Discussions
emphasized the need for the financial sector to play a proactive role in mobilizing investments
for green infrastructure, low-carbon technologies, and climate adaptation projects, in line with
the EU’s Green Deal and taxonomy regulations.

At the conclusion of the roundtable, a set of concrete policy recommendations was presented,
aimed at supporting the development of a sustainable finance framework in Albania. These
recommendations addressed legislative alignment, institutional coordination mechanisms,
public-private partnerships, and the integration of climate risk into financial supervision and
planning. The outcomes of the roundtable are expected to serve as valuable input for
policymakers, regulatory institutions, and financial actors as they work toward building a
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climate-resilient and sustainability-oriented financial system, consistent with EU integration
goals.

Participants
Participants in the roundtable represented a wide range of institutions and areas of expertise.
Among them:

o Etleva Bajrami, Vice Dean for Academic Affairs, Student Activities, and Communication
at the Faculty of Economics, University of Tirana, offered an academic perspective and
emphasized the importance of student involvement in sustainability policies.

e Esida Bujupi, Country Economist for Albania at the World Bank, shared insights on the
economic impact of climate change and the need for sustainable financing.

o Egis Zaimaj, Advisor to the Prime Minister’s Cabinet, offered an institutional approach to
national policies and European integration.

e Margerita Topalli, Senior Economist in the Research Department of the Bank of Albania,
provided analysis on the impact of climate policies on financial stability.

e Alma Lulja, Deputy Regional Coordinator of a project at EBRD, highlighted the role of
international institutions in promoting green finance.

e Mirela Kamberi, UNDP Climate Change Expert, emphasized the need for long-term
policies to address climate risks.

e Anisa Kume, Climate Fiscal Risk Expert and lecturer at the Faculty of Economics,
provided an academic perspective on the fiscal impacts of climate change and the
assessment of fiscal risks arising from climate change and natural disasters.

e Xhoana Hudhra, Sector Manager at the Ministry of Economy, Culture, and Innovation,
presented policies that promote entrepreneurship and sustainability.

e Admira Mlika, Director of Corporate and SME Banking at the National Commercial Bank
(BKT), emphasized the challenges and opportunities that the private sector faces in
addressing the climate crisis.

e Dorian Pashaj, Head of the Sustainable Development Department at ProCredit Bank
Albania, shared the institution’s experience in implementing sustainability criteria in
lending practices.

e Rozeta Bejko and Daniela Ndrejaj, representatives of the Albanian Financial Supervisory
Authority (AMF), offered regulatory and supervisory perspectives on sustainable finance.
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From the Faculty of Economics, University of Tirana, several researchers and lecturers also
participated: Elona Pojani, Perseta Grabova, Matilda Tola, Klejda Gabeshi, and Mariel
Frroku, who shared their expertise in economics, finance, and climate policy. The roundtable also
included the participation of students from the Faculty of Economics, with the aim of encouraging
the engagement of the younger generation in debates on climate challenges and sustainable
development.

Round Table Report

The following section presents the individual discussions and contributions of each participant in
the roundtable. Afterwards, a recommendations section summarizes the key outcomes of the
roundtable.

Participants discussions

Ms. Margarita Topalli

During the first session, the representative of the Bank of Albania highlighted that climate risks
are now considered financial risks and are gradually being integrated into the institution’s
strategic approaches. In this context, the representative emphasized:

e A long-term approach to climate risks is essential. Although this remains a relatively new
topic for a central bank, efforts have been made to develop a comprehensive strategy,
aligned with the experience of international networks such as the Network for Greening
the Financial System (NGFS) and European Union practices.

e In cooperation with the IFC and the World Bank, the Bank of Albania has developed a
questionnaire for the banking sector to measure awareness of climate risks and the
transition toward sustainability.

o The transposition of the EU Sustainable Finance Directive is currently underway;
however, a national taxonomy is still lacking, which complicates the harmonization of
approaches between institutions and the private sector.

o Preliminary assessments have been conducted on banks' exposure to climate risks, and a
guideline has been drafted for the banking sector, encouraging financial institutions to
report on their exposures through scenarios and stress-testing.

e A joint study with the World Bank has analyzed transition risks, including the impact of
introducing a carbon tax on GDP and on the quality of bank loan portfolios (non-
performing loans).

e One of the main challenges is the lack of structured data; therefore, the creation of a
“green dashboard” has been proposed to collect and visualize information in a sustainable
manner.
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e In January 2025, the signing of an agreement with the European Investment Bank (EIB)
is planned, which will mark the beginning of work on the development of a national
Albanian taxonomy. The process will start with pilot sectors and be overseen by an inter-
institutional technical committee.

Future objectives include:
e Preparing Phase II of the Climate Risk Strategy by 2025;

o Focusing this phase on the quantification of physical risks, further advancing the use of
fiscal risk stress-testing;

o Expanding the analysis to include not only climate change but also other impactful
sectors, such as the blue economy (marine economy).

These developments reflect a clear institutional commitment to integrating climate risks into
financial stability frameworks and contributing to the transition toward a sustainable and climate-
resilient economy.

Ms. Egis Zaimaj

In her remarks, she highlighted several key issues related to the perception and practical
challenges of the green transition in Albania. She emphasized that, based on data collected from
meetings with businesses and primary analyses:

o The level of information and awareness in the private sector remains low — the transition
toward sustainability is mostly perceived as a threat and an added cost rather than an
opportunity for economic development.

o At this early stage, the biggest challenge is the lack of technical and human capacities —
investment is needed in human capital and expertise for measuring and analyzing climate
risks.

o She stressed that the most cost-effective approach is mitigation (preventing damage
through proactive measures), rather than adaptation after climate-related events have
occurred.

On Green Budgeting and Fiscal Policies, Ms. Zaimaj noted that green budgeting has begun to
receive serious attention, although:

e Until 2010, it was still a new and emerging practice in the EU, characterized by
significant heterogeneity among countries.

o By 2023, positive steps have been taken to integrate climate objectives into budgeting
processes through a strategy that includes measures, goals, and the alignment of fiscal
policies with environmental objectives.
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o Two main tools being used are subsidies and the promotion of sustainable investments,
especially in the energy and transport sectors.

She mentioned several concrete examples of ongoing policies and projects:

e The National Energy and Climate Plan 2030, which focuses on energy, transport, and
gradually also tourism.

o Electrification of public transport in Tirana, supported by the EU, KfW, and the World
Bank — including infrastructure for electric taxis, with over 60% of the taxi fleet now
electric.

o Diversification of electricity sources from a 100% hydropower model to a more balanced
mix including solar and wind energy, in response to climate-related uncertainty.

She also recognized the value of supportive policies for consumers:

e Subsidies of up to 70% (moving toward 100%) for the installation of solar panels, as a
direct mechanism to promote the use of sustainable energy sources at both household and
business levels.

Ms. Zaimaj emphasized that a successful transition requires behavioral change and increased
awareness, both from businesses and consumers — not just to understand the costs, but
especially to recognize the benefits that come from investments in green technologies and
practices.

In conclusion, she underlined that public policies are evolving in the right direction, but active
engagement and information-sharing with the private sector remain critical to accelerating the
transition and shifting the perception from “cost” to long-term opportunity.

Ms. Esida Bujupi

The representative of the World Bank emphasized the institution’s key role in supporting the
Albanian economy and financial system in addressing risks related to climate change. She
structured the World Bank’s contribution into three main areas:

The Country Climate and Development Report (CCDR) (2024) — published for the first time this
year and planned to become part of the Bank’s regular publications. The Country Climate and
Development Report (CCDR) for Albania--WB flagship climate analytics product. The CCDR 1is
designed to inform strategic choices, identify climate risks that could undermine development
gains, and propose pathways for climate-resilient, inclusive, and sustainable growth. The report
emphasizes the need for strategic investments in climate adaptation to mitigate these impacts and
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stabilize fiscal balances. The CCDR for Albania underscores the vital role of the financial sector
in addressing climate vulnerability and advancing sustainable development.

It calls for integrating climate considerations into Albania's predominantly traditional banking
system by:

o strengthening risk management and enabling green finance.
e enhancing institutional capacity, policy frameworks, and investment tool
e supporting the country's climate goals and build long-term resilience.

The Green Finance Diagnostics for Albania (2022). The Green Finance Diagnostics for Albania
assesses the readiness of Albania's financial sector to respond to climate-related risks and scale
green investment.

1. Physical Climate Risks:

e Over 30% of bank lending is concentrated in climate-sensitive sectors such as agriculture,
energy, and construction.

o Agriculture makes up ~20% of GDP and employs over 36% of the workforce, but
receives only ~1.59% of bank credit => low direct exposure to farmers. However, banks
face significant indirect exposure to agriculture due to: Agriculture's large
macroeconomic role (incomes, employment, food supply).

o Insurance coverage is limited: only 5% of policies cover floods, and just 0.2% cover
landslides. About 25% of non-life insurance portfolios are exposed to natural
catastrophes, mainly through property and motor vehicle insurance.

e 74% of lending is concentrated in Tirana, amplifying localized risks.

2. Transition Risks:

e Banks are exposed to carbon-intensive and EU trade-dependent sectors (about 35% of
them: construction manufacturing etc)

e New EU climate policies (e.g., CBAM) could hurt exporters, raising credit risk for
affected borrowers.

e Sudden shifts in regulation or tech (e.g., carbon pricing, clean energy adoption) could
undermine client profitability and loan performance.

3. Institutional Gaps:

o Until recently, there was no climate stress testing capacity at the Bank of Albania or
AFSA - TA provided

o Limited ESG disclosure requirements.

o There is a lack of systems to track companies' emissions or map where financial risks
from climate change are concentrated

Support for Green Fiscal Policies. The World Bank has provided technical assistance to the
Bank of Albania regarding stress-testing and the preparation of the second phase of its Climate
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Strategy. It has supported the increase of the carbon tax as a fiscal policy for the climate
transition through budgetary assistance. An analysis has been conducted on the impact of this tax
on the national economy, the increase in public revenues, and its effects on the most vulnerable
groups in society.

Green Budgeting and Climate Fiscal Performance. The World Bank has assisted Albanian
institutions in introducing climate performance indicators into the national budget. It is
anticipated that the country will transition to a fully implemented green budgeting system within
five years, with initial phases already underway.

Disaster Risk Financing (DRF). The need to quantify the economic impact of disasters and to
establish fiscal contingencies within the budget to respond to crises has been emphasized. The
World Bank is assisting the Ministry of Finance in assessing fiscal exposure to natural disasters,
designing contingency budgeting, and exploring risk pooling and insurance instruments. It is also
supporting the integration of DRF into budget tagging and fiscal risk statements to enhance ex-
ante financial preparedness. To achieve this, the following are required: Clear legislation;
Dedicated institutional capacities; Integration of financial forecasting models for natural
disasters.

Financial Support and Technical Assistance. The World Bank is actively supporting Albania's
financial and fiscal readiness through several ongoing initiatives:

e BoA Climate Roadmap (2023-2025): Developed jointly with the Bank of Albania guide
the integration of climate risks into supervision.

o Public Finance Review (2024): Analyzes climate-related public spending, environmental
taxation, and steps toward climate budgeting.

e Development Policy Lending (DPL): Supports reforms related to carbon taxation. climate
budget tagging, and non-financial disclosures by SOES.

e Technical Assistance: Ongoing support to the Ministry of Finance and Economy (MoFE)
on fiscal risk management, disaster risk tagging, and climate-related fiscal reporting.

Finally, the World Bank representative called for:

o The creation of a coordinated approach to climate risks;

e The expansion of international support for Albania through funding and technical
assistance;

o The development of a sustainable green finance strategy, with the involvement of all
stakeholders — government, private sector, and financial institutions.

Ms. Anisa Kume

As part of her expertise in fiscal sustainability, Ms. Kume presented a series of insights to the
panel. The climate agenda has begun to be reflected in Albania’s fiscal and institutional
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strategies, particularly following the 2019 earthquake and recurring floods. Through the 2023—
2030 Medium-Term Public Finance Strategy, climate budgeting has been included for the first
time as an institutional objective. This includes the development of a methodology for climate-
sensitive budgeting and its piloting in several budgetary institutions.

Furthermore, cooperation with international partners such as UNDP, GIZ, and the Green Climate
Fund has led to the implementation of projects like AlbAdapt and RESEAL II, which aim to
raise awareness and build capacity to address climate effects at the local level. This direction
clearly indicates that public finance and fiscal planning are increasingly incorporating the climate
dimension.

Ms. Kume organized her discussion around several key aspects:
1. Overview

Albania is among the most exposed countries in Southeastern Europe to natural hazards—floods,
wildfires, and earthquakes—that are occurring with increasing frequency and intensity. In 2024
alone, the country experienced 168 wildfires affecting over 46,000 hectares, significantly raising
the risk of flooding and erosion. At the same time, seismic activity is ongoing, while floods
remain an annual occurrence. These phenomena, beyond their human and environmental toll,
place direct pressure on the state budget—from emergency spending to reconstruction, subsidies,
and fiscal losses at the local level.

2. Real Cost and Financial Gap

According to the World Bank, the expected annual losses from natural disasters in Albania
amount to approximately 140 million USD. As per the FRS 2024, there is still no dedicated fund,
no state insurance scheme, and the use of risk-sharing instruments remains minimal. Financing
occurs on an ad hoc basis, through budget revisions or direct support to exposed sectors such as
energy and agriculture.

3. Steps Taken: Institutional and Budgetary Inclusion
Significant progress has been made:

e In 2023, the publication of the Fiscal Risk Statement (FRS) began, and the 2024 version
includes, for the first time, a dedicated chapter on natural disasters.

o The National Disaster Loss Database has been established, serving as a reference for
fiscal analysis and decision-making.

e The 2023-2030 Public Finance Strategy includes two key measures:

o Climate budgeting, which is being piloted in several sectors;
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o The creation of a Fiscal Council, as an independent institution to analyze fiscal
sustainability, including climate risks (planned for 2026).

4. The Earthquake Insurance Law — A Step Towards Risk Sharing

Following the recommendations of the World Bank (CEM 2021), a draft law was prepared for
mandatory earthquake insurance for homes, which was published for consultation in 2023. The
draft foresees a symbolic premium and the creation of a National Earthquake Fund. During 2024,
an alternative version with tax incentives was discussed, where citizens who insure their homes
would benefit from income tax deductions. However, neither version has been approved yet.
This process demonstrates an effort to move towards an ex-ante approach, aiming to share the
financial burden and increase social and fiscal resilience.

5. Remaining Challenges
The challenges are well known:
e A predominantly ex-post approach, with heavy reliance on reserve funds;
o Lack of sovereign insurance instruments, catastrophe bonds, or dedicated funds;
o Limited local capacities for damage assessment and reporting;
e Lack of functional linkage between the budget and climate policy.
6. International Support and New Initiatives

Within the cooperation framework with UNDP, the RESEAL II project is being implemented.
After the pilot phase in Fier County, it will expand to Shkodér County and its 5 municipalities.
The goal is to develop a local regulatory framework for risk management and strengthen
operational capacities for local-level response.

Also, in December 2024, the agreement for the AlbAdapt program was signed—a 6-year grant of
4 million euros from the Green Climate Fund, co-financed by the Albanian government with 2.5
million euros. This program will enable the National Early Warning System for multiple risks,
offering a new approach to preventive actions based on forecasting.

Mr. Dorian Pashaj

On behalf of ProCredit Bank, Mr. Pashaj shared the bank’s experience regarding the integration
of climate risk and sustainable financing. He emphasized that:

o The assessment of climate risk is already an integral component of the credit risk analysis
applied across the bank’s entire loan portfolio.

e The bank’s focus is not only on risks but also on the opportunities brought by the energy
transition, in line with the EU’s goals for a net-zero emissions economy.
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ProCredit has followed a sustainable approach since 2012, when it implemented a Social and
Environmental Management System based on three main pillars:

Investments and the Green Portfolio

1. Reducing the bank’s own ecological footprint;
2. Assessing the climate impact of client investments;
3. Developing green financing products.

To date:

e 20% of the bank’s credit portfolio is classified as “green,” according to criteria set by the
EBRD.

o Funded investments include: solar panels, electric vehicles, energy efficiency systems, air
quality preservation, and water consumption reduction.

International Commitments

e ProCredit is part of the Net Zero Banking Alliance and has set measurable short- and
long-term targets, not only for its own operations (Scope 1 and 2) but also for its client
portfolio (Scope 3).

e The bank has also joined initiatives such as the Sustainable Banking and Development
Initiative (SBDI) and Finance Leadership on Plastics, aiming to reduce plastic use and
promote sustainable practices in the financial sector.

Partnerships and Business Support

e Mr. Pashaj emphasized that this long-term commitment is also enabled through support
from shareholders like the EBRD, providing not only expertise but also dedicated grants
for businesses targeting sustainable investments.

o Discussion tables are essential to raise awareness within both the banking sector and the
business and consumer sectors, helping to transform climate challenges into concrete
investment opportunities.

In conclusion, he underlined the importance of a proactive approach from the banking sector to
support the transformation of the Albanian economy toward sustainability and climate neutrality.

Ms. Admira Mlika- BKT

Ms. Mlika, representative of the National Commercial Bank (BKT), shared the institution’s
perspective regarding the challenges and opportunities brought by integrating the climate
component into the Albanian banking system. She pointed out that:
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e The financial and banking system is exposed to climate risks, which requires an
integrated approach beyond clients’ repayment capacity.

e Lending in Albania accounts for about 33% of total deposits, indicating a still low level
of financial intermediation and a great potential for development if accompanied by
sustainable and fair risk mechanisms.

Awareness and Favorable Products

o BKT is striving to raise business awareness about sustainable investments, emphasizing
the importance of long-term profitability and the benefits they bring—not only
environmentally but also financially.

o The bank has developed special credit products with favorable terms and interest rates for
investments related to renewable energy and agriculture—strategic sectors for the
country’s economy and the green agenda.

Insurance Challenges and Risk Assessment

e One of the main challenges identified is the lack of coverage of collaterals with
mandatory insurance.

o Insured collaterals proved less problematic in cases of disasters.

o Voluntary insurance has not functioned sufficiently to protect the assets of
individuals and businesses—due to a low level of awareness.

e BKT conducted an assessment of its portfolio exposure, which showed that the
construction sector is among the most exposed to climate risks—however, this exposure
is currently assessed at moderate levels.

Recommendations and the Way Forward

o BKT considers it essential to work more on raising awareness rather than demanding an
immediate increase in credit levels.

e Despite progress in business products, credit products for individuals targeting
sustainable behavior or environmental investments still have much room for
development.

In conclusion, Ms. Mlika emphasized that banks need to look beyond classic risk analysis and
include climate risk as a key component in client assessment, while also educating clients about
the benefits of green financing.

Z.. Mariel Frroku
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Mr. Frroku, a fiscal expert, highlighted the dimension of financing climate policies within the
context of public finance management, offering a realistic analysis of the challenges and current
progress in this area.

o He emphasized that managing public finances in support of climate goals is a process that
has already begun, which is a positive achievement in itself, despite the slow pace.

o The implementation of climate policies is often delayed, not due to a lack of will, but
because of practical factors that remain priorities for public institutions (such as
budgetary pressure, social and administrative emergencies).

e Currently, it is difficult for public institutions to prioritize financing climate measures, as
there is a lack of institutional pressure and internal awareness.

Mr. Frroku evaluated some existing successful policies, such as the “green taxi” initiative and
subsidies for solar panels. However, he stressed that these are isolated interventions that need to
be diversified and include more sectors and beneficiaries. There is a need to move to a second
phase with larger and more substantial interventions that can produce sustainable economic and
social impact.

In discussing the financing of green policies, Mr. Frroku pointed out that current resources are
limited, especially due to the absence of dedicated funds or financial instruments for climate
risks. He emphasized the need for clear identification of internal and external financing sources;
more effective use of EU funds and international institutions; and integration of climate
objectives into budget planning and public expenditure management.

In conclusion, Mr. Frroku underlined that institutional and citizen awareness remains a weak link
that must be strengthened to advance the sustainable finance agenda in Albania. He suggested
that future policies should be structured with clarity, inclusiveness, and sustainable financial
support; otherwise, progress will remain sporadic and dependent on political momentum.

Ms. Alma Lulja

The representative of the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development (EBRD) shared
the perspective on the challenges and opportunities related to financing renewable energy and
energy efficiency products through the GEFF — Green Economy Financing Facility platform.

Main Challenges

e One of the biggest difficulties is the lack of clarity in defining the criteria for what is
considered a “green” product. The absence of a national framework or clear guidelines
makes it harder to identify and classify renewable products.
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¢ On the other hand, individuals and citizens often do not know where to find these
products, how to verify them, or what financing sources are available for them.

The Solution Offered through the GEFF Platform

e GEFF (Green Economy Financing Facility) is a platform supported by the EBRD that
offers a structured network for financing and benefiting from green technologies for
individuals.

e To date, over 3,000 “green” products have been registered on this platform, offered by
certified Albanian traders.

o GEFF has agreements with three partner banks in Albania — ProCredit Bank, Intesa
Sanpaolo Bank, and Union Bank — which:

o Offer green loans for individuals;
o Include a grant component provided by the program’s donors;

o After completing the investment, individuals apply online for the grant, which
usually covers 20% of the investment amount.

e Registration of traders on the platform is free, aiming to increase transparency, visibility,
and competition in the sustainable products market.

Ms. Alma emphasized that GEFF provides a practical, transparent, and structured model to help
citizens invest sustainably, while also assisting the market in developing quality and verified
products. However, she stressed that consumer education and promotion of the platform are
essential to turn this tool into a real instrument for the green transition in Albania.

Ms. Xhoana Hudhra

Ms. Xhoana Hudhra, representative of MEKI and national coordinator for OECD reports in
Albania, shared the institutional and systemic efforts undertaken towards environmental policies
and green financing, as well as Albania’s role in international monitoring processes.

Performance in International Reports — OECD

Ms. Hudhra emphasized that Albania has made significant progress in OECD assessments,
thanks to policies focused on sustainability and the green agenda:

1. First Report — OECD Competitiveness Outlook 2024:
o Albania has improved its score in the environmental policies dimension;

o The implemented policies are producing measurable results at the international
level.
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2. Second Report — on Micro, Small, and Medium Enterprises (MSMEs):

o Preparation for the 2025 assessment, with publication in 2026, has begun;

o A key dimension of the report will be access to green finance and MSMEs’
inclusion in the climate transition.

3. Third Report — OECD Scoreboard for Convergence (2023):

o Assesses all Western Balkan countries’ policies in relation to convergence with
the EU;

o Albania ranks first regarding the development of green policies, reflecting
ongoing efforts in this direction.

Awareness and Business Participation

Ms. Hudhra highlighted that despite existing and structured policies, economic actors’
awareness remains low.

If businesses are not informed and involved, campaigns and policies do not achieve the
desired impact.

Benefiting from EU Funds

Albania is currently at a very favorable moment to access significant funds before
becoming a full member of the EU.

The Single Market Programme, which focuses on competitiveness and the inclusion of a
green component, is one of the most promising programs.

Practical Support for Businesses

MEKI, with support from GIZ, has completed the development of a detailed guide for all
stakeholders, especially businesses, to help them understand how to apply to EU green
financing programs.

This guide has been published on MEKI’s official website and will be accompanied by a
major informational session, followed by technical workshops, which will assist
applicants practically and directly in preparing proposals.

Ms. Daniela Ndrejaj

Ms. Daniela Ndrejaj, on behalf of the Financial Supervisory Authority (AMF), shared the
progress and challenges the institution has encountered in promoting and integrating climate
aspects into the non-banking financial markets in Albania.

European Union
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She also emphasized the importance that AMF places on building market capacities to
understand and apply sustainable financing mechanisms. The Financial Supervisory Authority
(AMF) has been active in promoting and integrating climate aspects in the financial sector, in
line with the priorities of the AMF Strategy 2023—2027. Special focus has been given to creating
a framework that supports sustainable investments and encourages the issuance of
environmentally friendly financial instruments, including green bonds.

AMTF has undertaken a series of concrete initiatives, such as:

e Organizing conferences dedicated to green finance, in cooperation with SEK and the
World Bank;

e Promoting international standards, such as the EU Green Bond Standard, as a step
towards creating a harmonized framework for sustainable financing;

e Encouraging the issuance of green bonds in the domestic market, as part of the strategic
objectives for the period 2023-2027;

o Raising awareness in financial markets, the insurance industry, and pension funds about
climate risks and the importance of incorporating ESG criteria (Environmental, Social,
and Governance);

o Integrating climate bonds and sustainability aspects into regulatory and supervisory
policies.

Her intervention highlighted that the development of the green capital market in Albania is at an
early stage, but important steps are being taken to build a reliable, measurable infrastructure
aligned with EU practices and global climate initiatives.

Ms. Mirela Kamberi

Ms. Mirela Kamberi shared UNDP’s extensive experience in supporting Albania in the
preparation and implementation of climate policies and national reporting. She recalled that as
early as 1993—-1996, the first document related to climate change was prepared, in line with
Albania’s international commitments following the ratification of the UN Framework
Convention on Climate Change in 1992.

Key points of her intervention:

* Albania has periodically prepared greenhouse gas (GHG) emission inventories
every 4-5 years, continuously improving the quality of data and analysis.

* The most vulnerable sectors and emission reduction potential have been identified
to develop adaptation plans and implement national emission reduction targets
across key economic sectors.
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* The most important document in this regard is the Updated Nationally
Determined Contribution (NDC), revised in 2021 with the assistance of UNDP
and FAO. The National Implementation Plan has been quantified with support
from the World Bank and includes clear 2030 targets, aligned with the National
Climate and Energy Plan.

S

Challenges, Recommendations and way forward

At the conclusion of the roundtable discussion, participants identified the following current
challenges:

o Lack of inter-institutional cooperation — Although an inter-institutional committee exists,
led by the Ministry of Environment and Infrastructure, there is a lack of coordination and
momentum in meetings and in the follow-up of the national plan.

e Weak monitoring of objectives — Albania has well-structured plans but lacks a functional
mechanism to measure real progress. Questions such as "Where are we? Have we met the
target? Why not?" often remain unanswered.

e Problematic sectors include energy efficiency, forestry, agriculture, livestock, and waste
management. The lack of coordination between ministries and various projects makes it
difficult to track results.

» Institutional capacities — Frequent staff turnover and lack of expertise hinder the effective
functioning of technical structures for implementing government decisions and reporting
plans.

o It was emphasized that universities, such as the University of Tirana, should be more
actively involved in technical work and become part of the secretariat that supports the
implementation and monitoring of climate policies.

Some of the conclusions from the roundtable include:

e For a successful climate and economic transition, it is necessary not only to have clear
policies but also to ensure active engagement of businesses, public awareness, and
sustained inter-institutional coordination, so that Albania can continue to lead the region
in green development.

o The importance of insurance against natural disasters was highlighted as a key tool for
the country’s financial and fiscal stability in the face of increasing climate risks.
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o Regional statistics are discouraging: only 12% of households in the Western
Balkans have disaster insurance coverage.

o In Albania, the situation is extremely uneven, with very low coverage rates in
most cities (only 1-1.5%), while in Tirana, the penetration rate exceeds 63%.

o This disparity cannot be attributed to a single factor; financial literacy, economic
level, lack of information, and distrust in insurance products are among the key
influencing factors.

o The market size is limited, so action must be taken on both sides:
o Insurance providers, to develop more reliable and accessible products;

o Consumers, to understand and value these products as essential protection rather
than unnecessary costs.

Some of the roundtable recommendations include:

o The renewal of national objectives must be based on real assessments of what has been
achieved.

e Ministries and donors must coordinate their efforts to produce a measurable and
harmonized outcome.

e Clarity is needed on the focal point within each institution and who is responsible for data
reporting.

o Key Recommendation: Financial Education. “Albania must invest in consumer financial
education.” Without greater awareness of the importance of insurance, all efforts to build
a sustainable and inclusive financial system will stall due to a lack of public interest.

o If Albania wants to build a sustainable climate risk management system, increasing
insurance penetration through consumer education and incentivizing fiscal policies is a
necessity, not an option.

o To meet objectives and avoid scattered efforts, inter-institutional cooperation and long-
term capacity building are essential.

To strengthen Albania’s financial sector for climate resilience, the following are recommended:
o Develop a national supervisory strategy (BoA, AFSA);
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Build internal systems for climate risk monitoring and scenario analysis;

e Introduce guidelines on risk disclosure and management;

o Join the Coalition of Finance Ministers for Climate Action (Ministry of Finance and
Economy);

e Launch a Green Finance Roadmap with cross-agency coordination;
e Develop an Albanian green taxonomy aligned with the EU;
o Create legal frameworks for green and sustainability-linked bonds;
o Expand access to green credit, particularly for agriculture and SMEs;
e Close the insurance protection gap through regulatory and public-private mechanisms;
o Invest in data systems for geospatial risk mapping and emissions-linked reporting.
To sustainably address climate and natural risks, the following are recommended:
o Establish a National Disaster Risk Management Fund;

o Utilize insurance and risk-sharing instruments, such as catastrophe bonds and climate risk
facilities;

o Expand climate risk modeling in fiscal analysis and budgeting strategies;
o Strengthen the future Fiscal Council as an independent evaluation mechanism;

e Increase transparency through the FRS (Financial Reporting System) and digital
platforms.
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Conclusions to the policy paper

The discussions and recommendations from the roundtable highlighted a clear picture of the
systemic challenges, but also the significant potential that Albania has to advance toward a
successful climate and energy transition. While long-term objectives—such as achieving climate
neutrality by 2050—require continuous and multi-level efforts, the current challenges are closely
linked to gaps in coordination, institutional capacities, data collection and usage, as well as
public and economic stakeholder awareness.

Key Challenges
* Lack of a long-term integrated framework for emissions reduction and climate risk
management.
» Weak inter-institutional cooperation and absence of a functional mechanism for monitoring
climate objectives.
* Limited human and technical capacities for the collection, analysis, and reporting of climate
and energy data.
* Fragmented approach to the development of the climate risk insurance market, with significant
regional disparities.
* Lack of financial education and low insurance culture among the population.
» Strategic uncertainty in the development of energy resources and land use in relation to energy
projects.
Key Recommendations
1. Develop an integrated climate and energy policy framework with clear, measurable
objectives aligned with international and EU commitments.
2. Strengthen institutional capacities through sustainable training programs, involvement of
universities, and establishment of stable technical teams.
3. Develop a national supervisory strategy for climate risks, including:
o Advanced systems for risk monitoring and analysis;
o Guidelines for climate risk reporting by financial institutions;
o Incorporation of climate scenario analyses into fiscal and budgetary assessments.
4. Strengthen green finance by:
o Developing a national green taxonomy aligned with the EU;
o Promoting the issuance of green and sustainability-linked bonds;
o Establishing a “Green Finance Roadmap” with inter-institutional participation.
5. Expand insurance coverage for natural disasters through:
o Fiscal incentive policies and public education campaigns;
o Creation of a National Disaster Risk Management Fund;
o Use of market instruments such as catastrophe bonds and climate risk facilities.
6. Digital transformation of climate and energy data by building modern systems for data
collection, sharing, and analysis, in line with EU policies.
7. Diversify energy sources by:
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o Gradually reducing coal use and increasing the share of renewables in the energy mix;

o Exploring the potential of bioenergy and hydrogen;

o Supporting energy communities and assessing the feasibility of nuclear energy options.
8. Raise public awareness and education, especially regarding:

o Climate insurance and green finance;

o The role of consumers in the energy transition and protection from natural risks.
